EU proposal for a Roadmap to operationalise §28 and §33 of GST-1

Encourages all Parties to accelerate the implementation of the global efforts referred to in §28 and §33 of decision 1/CMA.5 in a nationally determined manner, reflecting common but differentiated responsibilities and respective capabilities, in light of different national circumstances, in order to limit the global temperature increase to 1.5°C above pre-industrial levels.
2. Decides to launch the Mutirão Roadmap under the guidance of the current and the incoming COP Presidency, for the purpose set out in §1, inter alia transitioning away from fossil fuels in a just, orderly and equitable manner in line with §28 of GST-1.
3. Decides that the Mutirão Roadmap will be guided by the best available science provided by the IPCC, build on ambitions and actions of Parties as reflected in the NDC and BTR Synthesis reports and be non-prescriptive. Further decides that it will engage, as appropriate, with existing enabling actors and processes for finance and technology in support of a just transition to net-zero economies.
4. Requests the current and the incoming Presidency of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Paris Agreement to continuously develop the Mutirão Roadmap in consultation with Parties, and further requests to provide, assisted by the Secretariat, an annual synthesis report of the work being done under the Mutirão Roadmap, for consideration of the CMA, with a view to taking appropriate action.
5. Further requests the Secretariat to provide an executive summary of the report and present it as input to the Annual High-Level Ministerial Roundtable on pre-2030 ambition and action.
